90-DAY REPORT

To report the
immigration of your
current address

- Notify the
immigration Office
every 90 days of
your stay in the Thai
Hingdom. The
notification must be

made 15 days before,

or 7 days after the
90-day period
expires

- If the student
leaves the country
and re-enters, the
day count will re-
start at 1 in every
case

If not, you will be
fined a minimum of
2,000 Baht

RE-ENTRY

PERMIT

Allows you to leave
and re-enter
Thailand on the
same Thai ED visa

Obtain the permit
before leaving
Thailand by
submitting the
following
documents at any
immigration office
or directly at the
airport before
departure:

- A completed TM-
8 form

- Re-entry permit
fee (1,000 THB for
single entry/ 3800
THB for multiple
entries)

-1 photo (4 x 6 cm)

- Photocopy of
passport (main
page and latest
entry stamp)

If not, your visa
will be canceled
automatically
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
